· Member Certificates and Seals:  Each member receives a member certificate and seals indicating years of membership and offices held.

· Member Cards:  Each member receives a membership card showing membership in good standing in CKI.

· Member Handbook:  As part of CKI member education, each member receives a handbook which outlines the purpose, history and structure of the organization.

· Circle K Magazine:  Each member receives five issues of the Circle K Magazine, which features articles and information pertaining to college life, organizational programs and activities.

· Leadership Development:  Through the CKI structure, every Circle K’er has the distinct opportunity to develop leadership skills and potential by serving as an officer or committee chair.
