Membership in Circle K is an exciting co-curricular opportunity in which many students on your campus will enjoy becoming involved.  Your club's job is to let the students on your campus know this opportunity exists.  As a club you have a responsibility to support Circle K's mission by involving as many members of your campus community as you can in the service, leadership, and fellowship activities your club offers.
Recruitment Toolbox

Circle K International has available a number of items that will help your club promote Circle K to the prospective member.  This series describes recruitment tools available to clubs through the Circle K International Literature Department and items included in several of the series . The majority of the CKI resources are available on line.  Check out our web site at www.circlek.org to find the literature you need.

The Prospect Prompter
The Prospect Prompter is designed to prompt member's thinking about individuals who might be interested in joining Circle K.  The chairperson of the Membership Recruitment Committee should collect the Prospect Prompters and use them when generating an invitation list of potential members to participate in club programs. Completed Prospect Prompters should be photocopied.  One copy should be maintained by the Membership Recruitment Chairperson.  The second copy should be returned to the member who completed the form.

The member can use the Prospect Prompter to contact individuals on their list to personally invite them to events or follow-up with individuals after the club has formally invited them to events.

Recruitment Poster

This poster can be used to advertise upcoming recruitment events.  The posters can be distributed throughout academic buildings, dining halls, residence halls, and recreation facilities.

Member Recruitment Brochure

This is the primary recruitment piece available from Circle K International.  This brochure is designed for clubs to use during initial contacts with potential members as a brief introduction to Circle K and the benefits of membership.  On the back of the brochure, your clubs should complete the appropriate information relative to meeting date and time, and club contact person.  Clubs may order 100 brochures at a time at no charge.  After the first 100 brochures you may purchase them for $.05 per brochure.

Taking the Lead Marketing Video

This video should be used by clubs during campus activities fairs, club meetings, and when doing Circle K club displays on campus.  This video also can be used to educate your Kiwanis club about Circle K.  This video is designed to promote Circle K to potential members.  The video is available on a free-loan basis, and should be returned within two weeks of use.

This flyer outlines the benefits of CKI membership.  Your club can photocopy this flyer and distribute to potential members during recruitment events.

Public Relations Kit

Membership recruitment will be affected by the perception the campus and community have about your club.  If students on campus have heard about Circle K before they will be more willing to learn more about membership in Circle K than if it is completely unfamiliar to them.  Therefore, clubs must develop strong public relations for all programs the club does.  Circle K International has developed a Public Relations Kit which outlines public relations and publicity strategies clubs can use to heighten community awareness to the activities sponsored by the club.  Practical tools, such as sample posters, flyers, table tents, and press releases are included in this kit.  Your club will receive a Public Relations Kit each year from the Circle K International Office.

Supplies Catalog

Your club may order additional items to promote public relations by contacting the Kiwanis International Supplies Department.  The Supplies Department sells t-shirts, sweatshirts, member pins, watches, certificates of appreciation, and plaques.  To help your club's name gain stronger recognition on campus and within the community club members should wear shirts and pins that boldly shout, "I am proud to be a member of Circle K."

An Invitation to Join Circle K

Create an invitation your club can use to invite potential members to participate in activities. Utilize the names that members specified on the Prospect Prompter to generate a mailing list.  Then mail invitations at least one week prior to your club's scheduled event.

Welcome To Our Program Flyer

This flyer should be tailored specifically to your club and distributed to potential members as they arrive for all recruitment programs.

Calendar of Events

For all recruitment events your club should provide to potential members a calendar of upcoming events.  This calendar should include dates of upcoming service projects, meetings, social activities, board meetings, and orientation program topics and dates.  It is the responsibility of the Recruitment Committee to develop this calendar of events.  It should be distributed to all club members prior to recruitment events and given to all potential members during recruitment contacts.

Your club should create this.  There is a master calendar of Kiwanis International event on the CKI web site.
Membership Drive Sign-Up Sheet

During your recruitment drives interested individuals should complete this information form.  It will give you and your members a strong idea of the interests of potential members.  Your club should use this form to maintain a record of prospective members who attend your recruitment event.  Prospective members should sign the form as they arrive for an event.

Circle K Magazine

If your club has “left-over” issues of the Circle K Magazine that members have not picked up, consider utilizing them as a handout during membership recruitment programs.  Members can recycle their magazine by leaving it in a residence hall lobby, student union lounge, or library.  Place a sticker on the front cover stating your club’s meeting time and location.
