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Minimum Membership Requirements

The House of Delegates at the 1988 Circle K International Convention voted to include guidelines for the minimum membership requirements.  The criteria established include:

For New Members:

· Pay dues

· Club meeting attendance

· Circle K education seminar requirements

· Attendance at Circle K service, leadership development and fellowship activities

· Other club requirements

To Retain Membership

· All of the previously mentioned requirements

· Maintain the minimum grade point averages as set forth by your college or university for involvement in extracurricular activities

Since 1988, the Circle K International Membership Development & Education Committee has offered these suggestions concerning minimum membership requirements:

For both semester and quarter system schools:

It is suggested that those who desire to become official members of Circle K International satisfy the following requirements within 4-6 weeks upon joining:

1. Pay all club, district and international dues

2. Attend one education seminar or equivalent

3. Attend six of the following CKI activities:

a. Meetings

b. Education seminars

c. Service projects

d. Social events

e. Fund-raising events

f. Kiwanis family events

g. District events

For semester system schools:

It is suggested that those members who desire to maintain their membership in Circle K International continue their commitment and dedication by satisfying the following requirements within each full semester:

1. Pay all club, district and international dues

2. Attend one education seminar or equivalent

3. Maintain a minimum 2.0 grade point average on a 4.0 scale or a condition of academic good standing for that institution

4. Recruit a new member

5. Attend 14 of the following CKI activities:

a. Meetings

b. Educational seminars

c. Service projects

d. Social events

e. Fund-raising events

f. Kiwanis family events

g. District events

For quarter system schools

It is suggested that those members who desire to maintain their membership in Circle K International continue their commitment and dedication by satisfying the following requirements within each full quarter:

1. Pay all club, district and international dues

2. Attend one education seminar or equivalent

3. Maintain a minimum 2.0 grade point average on a 4.0 scale or a condition of academic good standing for that institution

4. Recruit a new member

5. Attend 9 of the following CKI activities:

a. Meetings

b. Educational seminars

c. Service projects

d. Social events

e. Fund-raising events

f. Kiwanis family events

g. District events
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
