Top Ten Questions Asked

1. Who runs and organizes it? 

a. You!!!

2. Where is it? 

a. Usually at a college (or wherever you want).

3. Why do it? 

a. To train the officers of your individual clubs, educate members, and to prove that Circle K is fun and worthwhile.

4. What is it?

a. It is an event that members of your entire division attend. It should be a combination of a service project, educational workshops, and a social gathering. The exact events are up to you.

5. Is there food? 

a. That depends on the day and time you hold the rally and the events you hold. However, it is always a good idea to have snacks or a meal.

6. How long is it? 

a. Again that depends on the events you plan. The rally is usually a day long event.

7. Who educate the people? 

a. You!!! But you do not have to be alone if you do not want to. You can also invite speakers. For example, the executive board (governor, secretary, treasurer, editor), other LTG’s, member officers from your division, district administrator and Kiwanis Committee, Kiwanians, Key Clubbers, or any other enthusiastic speakers.

8. How much will this cost me? 

a. Hopefully nothing!!! Try to get things donated like food and facilities. Any costs incurred can be reimbursed by your budget.

9. What exactly do the speakers do? 

a. They help give icebreakers or give brief speeches on assigned topics which may include:

i. Officer Duties

ii. Fund-raising

iii. Running for District Office

iv. Public Relations

v. Service Initiative

vi. K-Family

vii. Membership

viii. Awards and Scholarships

10. Who can go?

a. Invite ALL members (especially officer) of each club, the District Board, speakers, interested Kiwanians, sponsors, advisors, and the International Trustee. Also be sure to invite local papers. They like to write positive things about college students. Use your contacts with the Kiwanis Club to find the correct people at the paper. Cable TV and local radio may also do a story about it. Save copies of the press you generate.

11. When do I invite?

a. Send invitations and ask speakers at least one month in advance. Reserve your site well in advance. Then double check with everyone 1-2 weeks before the event.

12. How much will this cost each person? 

a. It should cost no more than $5 per person. Any extra funds can be used to donate to the Spastic Paralysis Foundation. Additionally, it is considerate to have speakers, press, advisors/Kiwanians, and the District Board attend free of charge.

It is your responsibility to plan a program and to provide necessary materials to ensure that the speakers are prepared.
